It
seems to me that giving
up the one thing that
scripture tells us repeat-
edly from Genesis to
Revelation, judgement;
would solve a lot of our
world’s  problems. I
think there will always
be frontiers for us to
explore. I wonder if the
Final Frontier might be
the peace that comes
when judgement is giv-
en up.

this church!” It was Rosemary Sobalvarro. Here is her story.

Rosemary & Bob Sobalvarro

When Joyce asked
me to write this
article about my
life, I reluctantly
said yes. As I be-
gan to think back over the past 89
years, it became fun. Irealized that
over 70% of my life I shared with
Bob, so this is a story of his life as
well.

I was born in Sioux City, lowa,
and lived there until we were married
and left to begin Bob’s life-long ca-
reer in international sales. I had
worked for two doctors before leaving
Sioux City so I quickly found a posi-
tion at the Elizabeth Kenny Institute
in Minneapolis. The Kenny Institute
served survivors of the polio epidemic
in the late 1940’s and 50’s. There
were five Sister Kenney trained nurs-
es, and we had patients from all over
the world.

This is when we joined the Epis-
copal Church. A Sioux City
“transplant” couple invited us to
church and Sunday dinner—a great
combination! I knew at once; this was
my church home. I loved the liturgy,
the music, and the social activism.
When our children were born — we
had three, Roberto, Melisa, and Rich-
ard, I became a stay-at-home mom
and began a long journey of church
involvement with local, regional, and

diocesan duties. In 1963 we moved to
Owatonna following Bob’s growing
career. | continued to be involved in
church activities but added communi-
ty involvement. I became a spokes-
person for what was then called the
Community Chest, the League of
Women Voters, the Crisis Hot Line
and of course, supporting Bob. His
company by then had established
dealerships virtually around the world.
We had many of the dealers and even
their children in our home. Several of
the sons lived with us for three to six
months. Thus, our kids were exposed
to many cultures, races, and exposure
to a real caste system defined by mon-
ey. This was a wonderful background
for learning and for life experiences.

In the 70’s another corporation in
Owatonna approached me and asked
me to form an international division
for them. This was an exciting expe-
rience—starting from the ground, up,
to handle sales internationally as well
to educate other corporate members
about the difference in dealing with
international trade.

In the late 80’s Bob opened a
warehouse-sales center in Zwolle,
Netherlands. We lived there for three
months building the center from an
empty warehouse to a fully equipped
office, personnel, etc. We went back
the following year for three months

again. We learned that Europe goes
on vacation the entire month of Au-

gust and the work ethic is vastly dif-
ferent than ours. What a great learn-
ing experience!

Bob retired in 1990 and we en-
joyed this retirement for 32 years!
Bob was born in Guatemala City.
There were three boys and three girls.
All three boys came to the United
States to complete their education and
none of them went back to Guatemala
to live. The three girls all married and
had families in Guatemala. After
retirement we went annually to be
with family.

We were fortunate to have such a
rich, wonderful life together and |
have enjoyed thinking and reliving it
all the way back to when I was 13 and
met Bob for the first time.

*If you were privileged, as [ was,
to become friends with Rosemary and
Bob you also heard Bob's stories
about how he met Rosemary. He and
his brother were rooming across the
street while attending college in Sioux
City, lowa. The first time Bob laid
eyes on Rosemary across the street, he
said to his brother, “I’m going to
marry that girl!” His brother said,
“You are crazy, she is just a kid!”
Well, Bob waited for Rosemary to
grow up and he did, indeed, marry
that girl!
